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and other nations continue to arrive through a variety of  

Catholic aid organizations.  CRS is the international relief 

agency of the Catholic Church in the United States and 

has been tasked by the popes own relief agency ñCaritasò 

with coordinating all Catholic relief efforts in Haiti.      

     Their communique of January 19 continues, "As with 

previous disasters, the concrete generosity of Churches, 

institutions and individuals worldwide is again being 

manifested. The needs and challenges remain significant, 

particularly on the level of movement of goods and peo-

ple and security, and are likely to grow as the effects of 

the earthquake in and beyond Port-au-Prince become in-

creasingly evident".  

     Caritas organizations are running two mobile operat-

ing rooms and working on six mobile clinics. They've 

sent thousands of blankets, tents, water cans and purifica-

tion tablets. Twenty trucks of aid arrived in Port-au-

Prince on Sunday.  An emergency clinic is being flown in 

from Holland, complete with a surgeon and six technical 

staff for installing water purifying installations and seven 

water purifying installations.  Thirty-four tons of aid will 

be flown into Haiti from Germany on Tuesday.  

     The real strength of our providing for relief through 

CRS is that wherever there is a parish church or other 

Catholic institution, there is direct contact with the people 

who are most in need of help, Catholic and non-Catholic 

alike.  Thus, the feeding of bureaucracies and fat-cat sala-

ries is not in issue here.  What we give is used for the 

relief of those in need, and used well. 

     Let us continue in prayer for all of those affected by 

this terrible tragedy and for those who come to their aid.  

May God bless them with His presence in the midst of 

tragedy and hardship.  If you would like to make a further 

donation to CRS you may do so through the parish office 

or directly through their web-site 

(www.catholicrelief.org).

From the Pastor 
Dearest Brothers & Sisters in Christ, 

     This past weekend we took up a special 

collection for the relief of the people of Haiti who are 

suffering the effects of a 7.0 earthquake.  Some might 

rightly wonder why aid through the Church is better than 

aid through the many organizations which are clammor-

ing to help.  I thought it might be helpful to give a little 

information about Haiti and then let the witness of our 

brothers and sisters working there to speak to this ques-

tion. 

     According to 2004 statistics, the Archdiocese of Port-

au-Prince had some 2.5 million Catholics, which is 74% 

of the total population. Haiti's capital was served by 277 

priests, 387 men religious and 1,200 women religious 

representing 14 religious orders.  In addition to the loss of 

the archbishop of Port-au-Prince, the deaths of 13 semi-

narians, two priests, and three sisters are confirmed thus 

far. 

     These brothers and sisters of ours are doing what they 

can.  A wonderful example is the Camillan Fathers who 

report: "Our hospital is in fairly good condition and is at 

work full time. Over 500 earthquake victims have been 

treated and discharged and at present there are 100 that 

occupy every possible space. There are only three doctors 

and four nurses, and of course all the members of the 

community.  This report was posted one week ago. 

     As for what our contributions are doing, Catholic Re-

lief Services (CRS) has reported that ñ[t]he group initi-

ated immediately the provision of food, water, clothing, 

shelter and medical aid for the displaced survivors in in-

formal camps. Twelve sites have now been jointly deter-

mined as distribution points for further provision with 

security and operational assessments already undertaken.

Extending the Invitation 
 

Follow this four-step process for giving someone the We Miss You invi-
tation. With each step, pray for the guidance of the Holy Spirit. 

 

Step 1: Decide Whom To Invite 
Identify the person by asking: 

 

Has an inactive Catholic you know been talking more about Church? 
 

Has someone you know identified themselves as an inactive Catholic? 
 

Would they be open to receiving the invitation at this time? 
 

Step 2: Decide on the Best Way For You To Give The Invitation 
 

A personal conversation is the best way to extend the invitation. This 
will give the person you are inviting an opportunity to express any 
concerns. It also lets you assure the person that it is never too late 

and that they will be warmly welcomed. Depending on the situation, 
a conversation lets you speak about your love for Christ and the 
Catholic faith and how you benefit from being part of the parish. 

 

If you are uncomfortable entering a conversation, the invitation is de-
signed to be self explanatory. All you need to do is let the person 
know that the invitation comes from the parish and you felt they 

might like to receive it.
