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art, book club, and cribbage club are offered quarterly to 

the 6th-8th grade students. The majority of the students 

that graduate from HFCS are on the honor roll at AHS. 
 

Discipline- Teachers and staff use every opportunity they 

can to teach the students to be more Christ-like; being 

responsible for their actions and respecting others.   

When dealing with a discipline issue we help the student 

reflect on their actions and the consequences.  Older stu-

dents work with the younger students whenever the op-

portunity is available, which allows the older students to 

self-evaluate their own behaviors.  Older students at 

HFCS model appropriate behavior during Mass by being 

ñchurch buddiesò.  This helps the younger students un-

derstand how to behave in church, learn the rituals, and 

the meaning of Mass.  The students take their job of be-

ing role models seriously. 
 

Morals- Morals, based on the Catholic religion, are 

taught beginning in our preschool program.  We build 

upon the studentsô religious foundations that are started 

by their parents.  We work together with families to help 

each child grow to be the best person God made them to 

be.  When students graduate from HFCS they leave with 

a strong Catholic faith instilled in them.  We hope and 

pray that everything they have learned at HFCS is prac-

ticed each day of their lives. 
 

Words cannot express the gratitude that we all have to 

everyone who donated to help make the new building 

possible.  We are also thankful to those that have donated 

to enhance the education for our students; SmartBoards 

(3), laptops for all our teachers, Science lab, TVs for the 

classrooms, and a digital camera.

als.ò  These four dividends can be found everyday at 

Holy Family Catholic School. 
 

Faith- Jesus is infused in every part of our school day: 

religion class, math class, discipline, etc.  He is integrated 

into every activity in which we partake. One example is 

prayer.  Prayer is an important part of our school day.  

School wide prayers are said three times a day. Prayers 

are also recited throughout the day in the individual class-

rooms.  Students are given the opportunity to learn the 

Catholic story and grow in their faith through their reli-

gious education class at least three days a week.  Along 

with religion class the students all attend Mass on Tues-

day mornings and Adoration every Friday afternoon.  

Beginning in kindergarten, students assume ministry 

roles during Tuesdayôs Mass.  Singing, reading, and serv-

ing in Church, along with praying together, are done so 

frequently it becomes second nature to our students. 
 

Knowledge-Students are taught by Wisconsin Depart-

ment of Instruction licensed teachers who are certified in 

their subject areas.  Last summer we implemented a new 

math series, Progress in Mathematics.

This year we 

are investigating a new reading series to be implemented 

for the 2010-2011 school year. The new science lab has 

allowed for more experiments to be conducted by stu-

dents.   
 

As well as teaching the traditional subject matters, Span-

ish is taught beginning in 3rd grade and computers begin-

ning in kindergarten.  5th-8th grade students have the op-

portunity to participate in band at the Arcadia Middle 

School.

Catholics Reaching Out - Inviting Inactive Catholics to Return 

Extending the Invitation: Part 2 
 

Step 3: Extend the Invitation 
Some Catholics may feel unworthy or unqualified to invite someone. Yet 
we are all in need of grace; we are all on a lifelong journey of faith. 

Even in out weakness, we have a beautiful gift to share. We trust that the 
Holy Spirit will give us the grace, confidence, and courage we need to 

reach out in love. 
 

Keep in mind that you have no control over how the person responds. 
Your role is to extend the invitation and listen in a warm, welcoming, and 
non-judgmental way. Most people will receive the invitation graciously. A 
very few may become irritated or angry. If so, donõt take the irritation or 
anger personally, but continue to respond in a loving and accepting way. 

 

Step 4: Give the Person Time To Respond 
 

The Holy Spirit is already active in this personõs life and will help them 
make the best response at this stage of the journey. 

 

Some may respond quickly, while others need time to reflect. For those 
who wish to make contact with the parish or to attend a church service or 
function, an offer to accompany them would be a sign of hospitality and 
care. Even if the person does not make known their response to you, the 
invitation provides ways for the person to return. Trust that Godõs grace is 

at work, whatever the person decides. 
 

Depending on your initial experience of extending the invitation, pray 
about whether a follow-up conversation would be helpful. Most often 

people will be grateful that you took the initiative to contact them again. 
 

The Vital Role Of Each Parishioner 
 

Your parishõs ministry of extending invitations to inactive Catholics in-
volves many people, each doing their part. Your role is to extend the 
invitation. Others in your parish are trained and available to talk with 
returning Catholics and give them the personal attention and care they 
deserve. Trust that the Holy Spirit will work powerfully through your ef-
